 



PRESS RELEASE: IIU TELEHEALTH NETWORK WINS CANADIAN INFORMATION PRODUCTIVITY AWARD FOR MOBILE SOLUTIONS

Dartmouth, Nova Scotia, Canada; November 5, 2004

The IIU Telehealth Network was selected from a number of leading Canadian projects to receive a Canadian Information Productivity Award in the Mobile Solutions category.  Over the past two years, the Digital Group of Telehealth Companies have been involved in the development of the IIU Telehealth Network (Ikajuruti Inungnik Ungasiktumi, which translated from Inuktitut means, “a tool to help people that are far away”).  This network allows for ‘real time’ transmissions (audio/visual/data) among 25 isolated Nunavut communities and provides key communication linkages to healthcare service providers outside of the Territory. 

The Award was presented on November 2nd at a Gala Dinner at the Harbour Castle Hotel in Toronto. The event was hosted by Norm Kirkpatrick, President of CIPA along with CEOs of Microsoft Canada, HP, Cisco Systems, Sharp, Capgemini and many other distinguished companies. 

Mr. Wayne Bell, Chief Executive Officer of the Digital Group of Telehealth Companies stated “The CIPA Awards are the Oscars of the Canadian IT sector. We are excited that the Government of Nunavut’s IIU Network has received such a prestigious award.” Mr. Bell added, “Digital’s ability to work with several private sector and government partners is a result of a dedicated team of professionals.  We will continue our efforts to sensibly apply cost-effective technology to ensure the sustainability of health care programs.”
